The Lord’s Prayer was led by City Attorney Conner.
The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Police Chief Lane.
Commissioner Darden made motion seconded by Commissioner Harris to approve the minutes of the regular meetings dated March 3, 2020, and April 3, 2020, and the special called meetings dated March 23, 2020, March 24, 2020, and April 24, 2020.
All Council voted yes.

Wastewater Treatment Plant Supervisor Patrick Martin recommended Council award bid on Eleventh Street Lift Station Rehabilitation to Southern Civil in the amount of $109,220.  He noted $150,000 was budgeted.
Commissioner Harris made motion seconded by Commissioner Todd to award bid on Eleventh Street Rehabilitation to Southern Civil in the amount of $109,220.

All Council voted yes.

Bids were as follows:

A Public Hearing was held on Cora Wujceak’s request to rezone 212, 230 and 248 N. E. Broad Street from L-I to C-3.

No one present opposed the rezoning.
Commissioner Harris made motion seconded by Commissioner Armstrong to approve the 1st reading of an Ordinance to rezone 212, 230 and 248 N. E. Broad Street from L-I to C-3.
All Council voted yes.

Commissioner Harris made motion seconded by Commissioner Todd to dispense with the 2nd reading of an Ordinance to rezone 212, 230 and 248 N. E. Broad Street from L-I to C-3.

All Council voted yes.

A Public Hearing was held on William Burch’s request to rezone 7.92 acres on N. First Street from R-4 to C-3.  No one opposed the rezoning. 

Commissioner Todd made motion seconded by Commissioner Armstrong to approve the 1st reading of an Ordinance to rezone 7.92 acres on N. First Street from R-4 to C-3.  

All Council voted yes.

Commissioner Darden made motion seconded by Commissioner House to dispense with the 2nd reading of an Ordinance to rezone 7.92 acres on N. First Street from R-4 to C-3.

All Council voted yes.

Water Department Superintendent Anthony Crawford informed Council a camera inspection was done on #1 well and everything was fine.  He said the cost to repair the well, which includes a new pump, is $38,750.   He noted the City has a pump in storage that could be rebuilt to save $3,000.

Commissioner Todd made motion seconded by Commissioner House to repair #1 well, which includes a new pump, for $38,750.

Commissioner Harvey voted no.  All remaining Council voted yes.

Commissioner Harvey explained he voted no to the new pump.

City Manager Deal stated Wayne County Commissioner Kevin McCrary, who was not present, wants to encourage the City to bore a water line under Highway 84 on Sunset Blvd.  

City Engineer Bill Shuman explained there are two water lines on Sunset Blvd. that dead ends.  He recommended connecting the two lines together at an estimated cost of $188,000 which includes $77,000 for boring under Highway 84.  He noted the City would contract the bore and do remaining work.  

Water Supervisor Crawford recommended buying a bore machine for $250,000, with $50,000 trade-in, to do this and future projects.

Council agreed to put $200,000 in 2020-21 SPLOST IV budget to purchase boring machine. 

Wastewater Supervisor Martin explained the sewer impact study, and City Engineer Shuman asked Council for permission to solicit proposals to do a sewer impact study.
Commissioner Harris made motion seconded Commissioner House to give City Engineer Shuman     permission to solicit proposals to do a sewer impact study. 

All Council voted yes. 

Assistant Fire Chief Josh Huffman asked Council for approval to bid Air Packs.

Commissioner Harris made motion seconded by Commissioner House to give Assistant Fire Chief Huffman approval to bid Air Packs.  

All Council voted yes.

Assistant Fire Chief Huffman stated purchase of a body truck will be delayed until next budget.
Water Department Supervisor Crawford stated he wants to reroute the main up South Macon Street to the manhole at the corner of Sunset Blvd. and South Macon St.  The lowest quote is Furgeson at $10,500

with the City doing the work.  Project will be paid for out of both Water and Wastewater Treatment Plant monies.  

City Manager Deal stated Cameron Mattingly contacted him and requested the City to close Green Ash Alley.  He noted the alley was never opened.

City Attorney Conner advised Council to formally agree the City has no interest in this property, and the property owners will figure out who owns the property.

Commissioner Todd made motion Commissioner House to formally agree the City has no interest in this property, and the property owners will figure out who owns the property.
All Council voted yes.

Commissioner Darden requested a survey be done to determine the feasibility of creating a new City cemetery near the new dry trash landfill.   City Manager Deal stated a couple of residents have approached him about not wanting a cemetery in that area.   Mayor Keith asked Commissioner Armstrong to consult with the concerned residents.
Council requested City Engineer Shuman to check on the feasibility of creating a City cemetery near the dry trash landfill.
Commissioner Harvey stated he likes having Council meetings at the Cracker Williams Community Center, but he has a problem hearing people when they speak.

Commissioner Armstrong thanked Police Chief Lane for allowing his officers to participate in the protest. 

Commissioner Darden stated trash on North Fourth Street needs to be picked up.

Commissioner Harris asked when will the parking lot at Cracker Williams be paved.  City Engineer Shuman stated in the next couple of weeks.

Commissioner Harris asked is the City going to put a new electric sign on the old Chamber lawn, and where the funds will come from.  He noted plans for the sign could be discussed later. 

Police Chief Lane stated if Council is not opposed, he would ask the Wayne County Tourism Board about paying half the cost for the new sign if they can advertise their events on the sign.  Council agreed.
Commissioner Harris stated they were told April’s Council meeting was cancelled due to lack of items on the agenda, but there were items according to City Manager Deal.  He would like to discuss as a group about requiring 3 Commissioners to cancel a meeting, just like calling a meeting.  He noted he wasn’t asked if the meeting could be cancelled, instead he was told the meeting was cancelled.
Mayor Keith stated he was told by City Manager Deal that none of the items on the April meeting agenda needed to be brought up. 

Mayor Keith asked City Attorney Conner did the Mayor have the power to cancel a Council meeting.  City Attorney Conner stated he would have to check the Charter.
