City Clerk/Treasurer Rose Marcus reviewed the May 2020 Financial Statement.

A Public Hearing was held on the proposed 2020-21 annual budget.  

No one present opposed.

Commissioner Darden made motion seconded by Commissioner Todd to approve the 1st reading of the 2020-21 Budget Ordinance.
All Council voted yes.

City Manager Deal informed Council that due to the impact of COVID-19, GEFA is offering a loan payment deferral period from July 1, 2020 to January 1, 2021.
Commissioner Todd made motion seconded Commissioner House to defer the GEFA loans for 6 months. 

All Council voted yes.

Commissioner House commended Police Chief Lane for keeping everyone safe during the March on Saturday, June 13.  
Commissioner Harvey distributed photos of the Neptune Pool on St. Simons Island, and proposed Council to meet with the Recreation Director to tour the pool.  

City Clerk/Treasurer Marcus stated Recreation Director Jordan Sasser can meet with Council on any day they are open.  Council agreed to tour the pool on Tuesday, July 21, at 4:00 P. M., and asked City Clerk/Treasurer Marcus to notify Mr. Sasser.

Council agreed to reopen the restrooms and Pavilion on the playground, and the Community Center at Cracker Williams Park.  City Attorney Conner advised Council to require renters of Community Center to sign a COVID-19 waiver.

Commissioner Todd made motion seconded by Commissioner Armstrong to reopen the restrooms and Pavilion on the playground, and require a signed waiver to rent the Community Center.

All Council voted yes.

Commissioner Armstrong reported a resident on Hickory Street cleaned out their house and placed items beside the street.  

Commissioner Armstrong stated a resident keeps calling her about a tree on City property at 1024 E. Plum St. that needs to be cut.  City Manager Deal said he would check on the tree and take it down if it is on City property and a danger. 

Mayor Keith announced Equity in Justice event will be held on Thursday, June 18, at 6:30 p.m. at the Farmers Market.

Commissioner Armstrong noted Blacks Lives Matter is not just for black people, but it is for everyone. 

Commissioner Todd made motion seconded by Commissioner Armstrong to go into Executive Session.

All Council voted yes.

Upon returning, Mayor Keith reported there was no action taken in Executive Session.
